POLICE MATTERS


The meeting was attended by Sgt Andy Wright and Beat Officer P.C. Ian Elliott. PC Elliott explained that he is the Beat Officer only for the Goseley estate  P.C.Staley covers the remaining part of the Parish. 

PC Elliott stated that last months crime figures for his ‘patch’ showed 19 reported crimes which he felt are representative of the normal monthly crime figures for the area. He agreed that there may be a greater problem than the figures suggest but if crimes are not being reported then there is nothing he can do. Sgt Wright felt there was insufficient cover in the area, but this was similar throughout the County.  It was reported that from 6 October the police cover will change to 6 days on with 4 days off. There will be no cover when the Beat officer is off.


PC Elliott said he would supply regular crime figures to the Clerk and he would also look into the possibility of setting up Police surgeries in the area.


It was agreed by the meeting to invite P.C. Staley to a future meeting. The Clerk will send copies of the minutes to both Beat Officers.
