2. It was reported to the Police that excessive noise was coming from a house on the Goseley Estate on Bank Holiday Monday. The Environmental Services were also involved.

3. Councillor Murray reported that there had been 6 volunteers for the Speed Watch campaign. Training will commence shortly.
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	MATTERS ARISING
1. The Clerk reported that SDDC had now inspected the problems with the footpath on Goseley recreation ground. It was agreed that the cracks were quiet bad and remedial action was required.
RESOLVED Clerk to contact SDDC and request repairs are carried out as soon as possible.

2. The Clerk reported that SDDC will replace the litter bins on Goseley Estate as soon as the bus stop id re sited on Goseley Avenue.
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	HIGHWAYS, PAVEMENTS & PUBLIC FOOTPATHS.

1. The Clerk presented a complete survey of all grit bins within the Parish. 
RESOLVED to purchase 2 grit bins and to be sited at 1) Manchester Lane Car Park (subject to permission of the Church) and 2) Litchfield Avenue near to no.1. Also to replace the grit bin at the Community Centre.

2. It was reported that gates had been placed at each end of restricted byeway 30. Councillor P Smith had been aware of the action; however the Parish Council were not formally consulted. 

3. The County Councils proposed Winter Gritting Routes had been circulated to Councillors for their comments. Councillor Murray said that the new routes involved fewer vehicles however the number of hours will be increased.

Regular patrols will take place especially Friday nights. However it was hoped that when the Friday club starts at Granville School there will not be so much activity on Goseley.

3. Councillor Mr Mycock mentioned problems in Swadlincote near to the exit at Morrison’s superstore.
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	RECREATION GROUNDS & ALLOTMENTS
1. Councillors Bell and Tagg reported that they had inspected the football pitch following a recent match. They found that the power in the changing rooms had been left on and not been cleaned out. The Clerk reported that he had had recently had several e-mails with Woodville FC reminding them of the obligations.
RESOLVED to contact Woodville FC and request they ensure they switch off the power and ensure that the Changing rooms are left clean and tidy. The Clerk will also ask the Lengthsman to inspect the changing rooms on a Monday.

2. Councillors asked if the Street Cricket held at Goseley Recreation Ground had been a success. Councillor Murray said that it had been very successful and two of the boys who attended had been asked to join Hartshorne CC. 

3. The Clerk reported that DSK Engineering had said that they would revisit the slide at Goseley and re-paint were required. The Clerk apologised for releasing the cheque prior to the work being completed.
