HIGHWAYS, PAVEMENTS AND PUBLIC FOOTPATHS

Bus shelter – Woodville Road
a reply had been received from SDDC in the respect of the removal of the bus shelter. They 
confirmed that if it was removed the Council would incur a cost of £200 and if there was sufficient 
public demand at a later stage to have a new  shelter then the Council would be liable for the full cost 
which could be in the region of £5000.  The Council after discussing the matter decided to continue 
with their proposal, however they queried the legality of the Council charging the Parish for these 
works.  RESOLVED  Clerk to confirm with SDDC the Council’s decision and challenge the legality of 
recharging.
   Goseley Avenue  &  Elmsdale Road 

 b SDDC had indicated that the 2 bus shelters on the Goseley Estate would be replaced with improved 
anti-vandal materials such as steel mesh etc.  The Parish Council were concerned that these 
materials could create unnecessary noise pollution to residents.  RESOLVED Clerk to check with 
SDDC on noise levels. 

c  Councillors were concerned that 2 lorries belonging to Mr K Tipper were being parked on a regular 
basis on the corner of Church Street and Main Street causing hazards to other road users.  
RESOLVED Clerk to write to Mr Tipper asking him to park his vehicles in a safer place.
d  It was reported that a stretch of approximately 100 yards of hedging had been removed from the front 
of Short Hazels Farm. RESOLVED  Clerk to enquire if this was in breach of any planning conditions 
with SDDC and DCC.

e  Councillor Blood informed the meeting that the road repairs on Manchester Lane had still not been 
carried out.  He also enquired if there was a possibility of speed restrictions being made on 
Manchester Lane.  RESOLVED  Clerk to contact DCC.

Councillors asked whose responsibility it was for the replacement and maintenance of Grit Bins, and 
also would DCC supply new bins in appropriate locations. RESOLVED Clerk to contact DCC.

RESOLVED Clerk to 
write to SDDC asking what are their short term proposals to make the equipment safe and also to 
confirm that we are willing to continue discussions and financing for future long term development of 
the sites.  
Councillor Vorley proposed that the Council survey the residents to ascertain their views on the future development of the 3 sites.  It was suggested that an individual survey to be sent to each home in the Parish.  This was seconded by Councillor Blood.  The proposal was carried 7 in favour and 1 against and 1 abstention.    RESOLVED Clerk to seek advice on how the Council could undertake this task and the resource implications and report to the next Recreation Sub-Committee.
