PARISH FINANCE





Each year the Parish Council prepares a budget for the next financial year beginning in April. The Parish receives income from three main sources; the District Council, interest on investments and the parish precept (from parish council tax payers). Since 2005 the Parish Council has received several thousands of pounds from the investment of money received from the sale of land. This income has allowed the Parish to reduce the amount required from local council tax payers from £11000 in 2005 to £9000 in 2008. However in 2008 the Parish contributed approximately £50000 to the cost of the multi-use games areas (MUGAs) at Goseley and Lower Midway recreation grounds. This has reduced the capital invested and hence the return on investments. Coupled with the fall in interest rates generally this has led to the Council deciding at its January meeting to increase the precept from £9000 per year to £9500 per year. What does this mean for each household. Well a band D property now pays £7.73 per year to the Parish, this increase means that the contribution from each band D property will now be £8.16 per year, one of the lowest of all the parishes in South Derbyshire.


The Parish accounts will be presented at the annual Parish Meeting at the Dethick Hall.








Multi-use Games Areas (MUGAs) are being installed at recreation grounds throughout South Derbyshire and 2008 has seen the installation of two such facilities at the Mount Road recreation ground at Goseley and at the Lower Midway recreation ground at Salisbury Drive. Provision has been made for the possible installation of lighting of each MUGA at a later date should these facilities prove to be well used and damage free.


The Lower Midway recreation ground has also seen the installation of a completely new play area for younger children and the Parish Council is grateful to the District Council for funding and installing this up to date facility. 
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FREE RIDE





There is a Post Office at the Dethick Hall on Tuesday mornings from 9.30a.m. to 12 noon. The Parish Council currently funds a community transport bus which is available to all parishioners for transport to and from the Dethick Hall. The Parish Council will only continue to fund this service if sufficient people use it. To arrange for a pick up please telephone Swadlincote Community Transport on 550764. 


The Post Office is also in the Hall on Friday mornings from 9.30am to 12 noon but transport is only provided on Tuesday mornings.

TRAFFIC CALMING





The speed of traffic within the parish has long been of concern to many parishioners including the residents of Manchester Lane. The residents of the lane have for some time been requesting speed reduction measures within the 30 mph zone. Highway matters are the responsibility of the County Council and the Parish Council forwarded residents concerns to the County and requested the County to draft an appropriate traffic-calming scheme. The County proposed four road humps within the 30 mph zone which was subsequently reduced to three following feedback from the residents.


The Parish will meet the cost of the road humps and signage, some £4000 to £5000, and work will commence if the formal consultation with residents proves positive. 








COUNCILLOR DEREK ADAMS





The longest serving member of the Parish Council, Derek Adams, passed away in March. Derek had served continuously as a member of Hartshorne Parish Council for as long as anyone can remember, at least 42 years. He was committed to ‘doing his bit’ for the community in which he lived and has variously also served as a school governor, member of the Dethick Hall committee and for many years as a director of the Derbyshire Association of Local Councils. All these duties he carried out voluntarily and fulfilled his responsibilities in spite of failing health in recent years.
